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 THREE NEW MEMBERS NAMED TO BOARD OF TRUSTEES

She also served as Director of Health Services for the State of California, and Director of Health and Human Services for the City of Long Beach.
The last to join the board, Lisa M. Hamilton, president of the UPS Foundation, will attend her first meeting in October 2008. Hamilton is responsible for the global philanthropic programs of the Foundation, headquartered in Atlanta, Ga. Prior to her current position, she was a public affairs manager in Washington, D.C., focusing on tax healthcare, financial services, and legal reform issues.
